The new 10,000 square meter office building will be built as a passive
house and holds the ambition of BREEAM NOR “Excellent”.

The contract also includes the refurbishment of 800 square meters of an
existing office building on the premises.

Work will begin in January 2015 and is scheduled to be completed
November 4, 2016.
